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You have what you have because of him. You know what you do because he chose to tell you, chose to let you hear the words. You believe because he gave you the opportunity to believe. He was an educator a master of words and knowledge. He was the 6th. His name is not of importance, he would have liked it better this way. The thing to know is that he opened the first Islamic University in the opportune time of conflicting parties and switching leaders, he knew the importance of patience. His story is not long, but epic; however, the story will not be written rather his message will be spread. To teach, to learn, to become enlightened. His words would take a hold of his pupils and lead them to question after question yearning for knowledge for answers. He started a revolution of intellectualism for both women and men, he saw no sexism for knowledge is the foundation of our being. The more educated the young the more educated the old will become, and in turn the more prosperous the world will grow to be. This is not his story, but his message. To learn is to understand him, to think is to become him, and to know that you know nothing is to be successful. 


Therefore, in writing an essay about his life, the only justice would be to teach, to reveal a truth about God, about Islam, about life that has been lost in the sands of time. The secret weapons of the 6th are the most powerful ideas that he possessed that gave him the stature and respect that he so rightfully deserved. Breath in deep for a journey begins that was meant to be taken by us all hundreds of years ago, months ago, weeks, days, hours, minutes, seconds to late. His quest was to always begin at the foundation and build every person and every will to the strongest that it could become, the limit of each potential. This essay serves to teach to you things the way the 6th did by showing you the truth in a light that you could never deny its validity. And the lesson begins…


In order to tap into the minds of the youth, the heart of the lost, and to ease the eyes of the believer there exists three things. Three ideas, three concepts that will allow for justice for the restoration of integrity to be upheld and in place in society today. In a world of chaos in a religion that slowly has lost the grip on the young on the future, these three words can restore the faith of this religion and your faith in God all together. Persuasion. Visual. Trust.


I want you to believe in God, but I can not give you that sentiment that emotion. I can’t take your hand and throw you into the autumn leaves that enwrapping feeling. I can only show you these words that unleash through me, passed my lungs and out to live in this polluted air and hope that you grasp them and think of them when you sit to ponder in your moments of boredom. The key to the success of my communication to you lies all in the way that it is delivered. This religion, these leaders, lack the sensitivity to the youthful mind the innate feeling of rebelliousness that exists. To force the youth to do something, only makes them run faster away. To unveil a message to push out the noise you must know the audience you must understand their needs and what they seek for in life. You cannot speak to your own beat your own diligence because you’re an educator when you open your mouth and hope to teach a passerby something you see they have not yet learned you must be a chameleon. To show them that you can relate you must put yourself in their shoes, only then can you speak to them in the language that their body will not reject. Lets start with the youth the root of the tree. The young want to belong, want to feel like the perfect puzzle piece in the larger picture. Some have big goals to change the world make a difference. Others want families to spend their days working hard in the hopes of one day supporting more than one. Regardless of goals big or small every person wants to find happiness. The connecting factor becomes that the very happiness that no one seems to be able to define. We listen to those who are happy, who are successful because happiness is sought. The mistakes we make come from seeing our friends, our enemies, society emulate happiness in the sins they commit, we lack the knowledge at a young age to realize they are pretending to be happy. Their nights are consumed of guilt and tears they would never show us they would never talk about, they pretend to be stronger they pretend to be role models. The young are brave or want to be, regardless they see themselves as valiant they believe they are strong and can handle what is thrown in their face. They are young enough to often not yet be able to identify denial. We often continue living a life that would never get us to where we belong, driving a road towards east, when our destination is west. The roads look the same and we are tricked by the appearance of the land. We are tricked by our own consciousness, leaving us in denial because we have lived so long telling ourselves lies about who we are that our mind reacts negatively to a change in behavior, even if for better.  To get through to a young audience, the speaker the leader must explain denial and why we react pessimistically to a way of thought that is not always accepted by the majority by our friends, the speaker must discredit the fake emulators of happiness, show the road to happiness through unthreatening words, and lastly to prove each claim through evidence that can not be denied by non-believers. 


The art of persuasion only consists of part of the solution. The most powerful weapon lies in action in showing someone the truth. The 6th used this tactic when he said all animals with outward ears give birth and all whose ears are inner lays eggs. He used a statement of God something that had not yet been proven, but that people could use to experiment and look around to find God in every animal they met that aligned with the rule. To this very day not one land animal has been determined to not follow by this law, that a man set out to say 1400 years ago before the advancements of 21st century science. Facts that are undeniable are common truths that all who are rational believe. Thus, the lesson of these facts is to say that there are ways to explain religious rules and manors by undeniable truths, in this nature you can hope to create a common ground between the conflicting parties. This mindset does not only regard to religious arguments, but rather in any instant of persuasion. To show the people, through pictures, videos, live interaction, and any other types of visuals can have a world of difference in persuading them to believe in God and have faith. If you can persuade someone by showing rather telling them if they did not believe x, y, z a person is hell bound, they might be more inclined to listen. People respect people who are level headed and educated enough to not threaten them in order to believe in God because overcompensation of this type often happens when one’s argument is not strong. Fortunately, in Islam’s case our argument could never be stronger. To persuade a parent a, a child, a student, or maybe just an acquaintance it is important to keep in mind that a common ground or understanding must be established within your argument before there is a light even a slight chance of getting passed a lifetime of stereotypes and ideals of right and wrong that people have engraved in their heads. Common ideas unite people in small and large ways, the more connections one can make with the audience the more comfortable and trusting the audience becomes.

Trust is the key to persuasion. Using facts and scientific evidence to prove a point is stronger than one that is proved based on scripture because non-believers can attest to their validity. To get an audience to believe and trust a claim based on proved equations and theorems, creates the open ground for then introducing that Islam, something that might have seemed irrelevant actually stated the very things they chose to believe after evidence gathered a mere 100 years ago was written by the messenger of God 1400 years ago. Building the trust of listeners from proved facts that they agree to believe starts a speech or conversation on a positive note. With one foot in the door and an open mind people are more inclined to listen and have faith that other things can be true as well, and may very well be not proved for another 2000 years. The main problem of the tactics of persuasion of leaders and speakers of Islam since the time of the prophets has become to be close mindedness and lack of audience analysis. When did we as a religion lack the ability to become educated and use that very knowledge to further our religion and the message of God? When did people choose to focus on which religion is better and lose sight of the fact that God is only one and we worship the same beneficent being? The answers to these questions I do not have, but in order to get back to where Islam was in the time of the prophets we must restore our trust in one another and most importantly in God. The truth has never needed to be debated about because the truth is the truth and nothing else. Red is red. I cannot possibly explain this fact to you past a certain point. There are no theories if we have the same eyes red is red to both of us. The sun is the sun and nothing else, it is the truth and I could not convince you anymore than saying the sun is the sun. Now you could argue that these things are evident because you can see them with your eyes and God is a different matter because your eyes do not have the frequency to see God, or that you need proof you can touch. Like a bear you can touch a bear so there is no argument that bears exist. But back to the sun and the color red, you can not touch either yet you believe them. Well you would say because your eyes can still see the color or the luminance of the sun, which is why you have faith that they are there. Then comes God we have seemed to believe we cannot touch or see God, who told us that? He is everywhere, God is like water jump in. If you fight the water you will surely sink, but if you trust the water gravity could never push you under. Trust becomes essential in finding happiness, which is the end result of all listening or seeking to learn from a speaker or educator or even a friend. Therefore, the persuasion, showing instead of telling and trust make a full round circle to end at happiness. God wants us to be happy we need to learn as a religion to get that across to the young and others seeking to learn what lies at the core of Islam. The 6th always knew God’s message, but with time we lost touch with the core message of Islam and it got lost in translation. But today, he restored our knowledge refreshed our memories of how Islam is a religion of peace a message of love.

The 6th taught us to think, to love, to learn. He showed us all the tactics of being persuasive, an educator, and most important how through trusting God we can find the happiness we have sought after for so long. The 6th is why we are who we are as Muslims and by using his life as an example of how to live we can rationally prove God's existence and Islam's ability to impact every outlook every person in every positive way possible. Finding common grounds to build trust in order to persuade people through unthreatening words that seek to show people  of Islam's validity is the legacy this man left. Use your mind to spread love in response of spiteful lies against this religion. Preach love, preach what god meant to be taught. Preach and live like the 6th, and maybe 1400 years from now you too will leave a legacy as epic. The story is not over, this message lives through the words we spread
